"Our state, India is a civilizational state,
it's not based on religion, not based on
language, nor ethnicity but on a
civilization" -NSA Ajit Doval.

In 2022 India is celebrating Azadi ka
Amrit Mahotsav to commemorate hers
75 years of independence as a nation.
